 Write an Applicant’s Statement of Purpose as described by the following guidelines: 
 

In a clear, thoughtfully prepared essay, introduce yourself and present your reasons for wanting to 
study abroad.  Explain your motivation and why studying abroad will be beneficial to you. Refer to 
such things as your educational achievements, intellectual and personal interests, and career goals. 
Include your reasons for choosing the study abroad site you have selected. Finally, briefly describe 
the academic work you have completed at your home institution, including your field(s) of interest.   

 
 Attach a 2x2 inch facial photo to the first page of the application.  The photo must show your full face 

and shoulders against a white or off-white background with no distracting shadows.  These can be 
obtained at Fedex-Kinkos, Walmart, Costco, and AAA.  Senior photos, snapshots, or home photos 
will not be accepted, unless they meet the above requirements.
